AM and runs until 4 PM, half gates and half free skiing drills, Monday through
Friday. Members can fit days or nights in as their schedule allows. The very best
training available anywhere in the country is right here at Park City Resort.

Night Training Pass: $445 if purchased before Nov.1, $505 after Nov. 1 if you have
a season pass or $495 before Nov. 1 $555 after Nov. 1 this includes lift access on
Eagle and early morning Super G. Training starts Dec. 8, runs through March 18,
6 to 9 PM Tuesday and Thursday nights. Early morning lift access to Payday chair
will be included with lift access option. Join some of the best skiers and ski
instructors on the Wasatch front tuning their skills under the lights in the Eagle race
arena and on Payday. Season Night members are also welcome to attend early
morning speed training on Payday at no additional cost.. Single night $65.

Daily training sessions will be available for $85a day
without lift or $135 per day with lift or $520 for a 5-day book with lift ticket. Just sign up
at the Ski School private office.
